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Study on Identification and Prevention of Emergency Nursing Risk

[ Abstract] Objective: To study the identification and prevention of emergency nursing risks, in order to
provide some help for the follow-up work of nursing staff. Methods: In this experiment, 66 patients from the
emergency department who were treated in our hospital from January 2019 to December 2019 were selected. The
selected patients were divided into two groups, the same number of patients. In the course of the experiment, the
nursing staff performed routine nursing care for group A, and performed risk prevention care for patients in group
B on the basis of fully analyzing the relevant influencing factors, and statistics and recorded the nursing satisfaction
and the occurrence of nursing risks in the two groups. Results: The results of the study show that the risk of
emergency care is affected by factors such as patients, caregivers, and hospitals. Compared with patients in group A,
patients in group B have higher satisfaction with care, and the differences between the two groups are more
prominent and statistically significant (P <0.05); Compared with group A, the risk of nursing risk was lower in
group B, and the difference between the two groups was more prominent, which was statistically significant (p
<0.05). Conclusion: It is of practical significance to analyze the factors leading to the risk of emergency nursing
and adopt risk prevention nursing to promote patient satisfaction to a certain extent and avoid the emergence of
emergency nursing risk.
