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Application of humanized nursing in high-quality nursing service in cardiology department

[ Abstract] Objective: To study the application effect of humanized nursing in high-quality nursing services
in cardiology, in order to provide some reference for the follow-up work of cardiology nurses. Methods: In this
experiment, 94 patients with cardiology in our hospital from January 2019 to December 2019 were selected, and
the selected patients were divided into two groups of A and B through lottery. The number of patients in the two
groups was the same, both were 47. During the experiment, the nursing staff carried out routine nursing care for
patients in group A and humanized nursing care for patients in group B. The compliance, length of hospital stay and
nursing satisfaction of the two groups were counted and recorded. Results: The results of the study showed that
compared with patients in group A, the compliance of patients in group B was higher, and the differences between
the two groups were more prominent, which was statistically significant (p <0.05). Compared with patients in
group A, the length of hospitalization of patients in group B was shorter, the differences between the two groups of
patients were more prominent and statistically significant (p <0.05); compared with patients in group A, the
satisfaction of patients in group B was higher, and the differences between the two groups of patients were more
prominent, which was statistically significant (P <0.05). Conclusion: Humanized nursing has a good effect in
quality nursing services in cardiology. It can improve the compliance of patients to a certain extent, shorten the
length of hospitalization of patients, and promote the improvement of patient satisfaction. Nursing staff should pay
sufficient attention.
