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The effect of high-quality nursing after urology surgery on urinary infection

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[ Abstract] Objective To study the effect of high-quality nursing on the control of urinary infection in urological
patients after surgery. Methods Taking 60 patients with urological stoma admitted in our hospital from January 2019 to
January 2021 as an example, using the random number table method as the grouping principle, they were randomly
divided into 2 groups and divided into a control group (n=30). Compared with the observation group (n=30), the patients
in the control group received routine nursing care, and the patients in the observation group received high-quality nursing
care. The nursing satisfaction of the two groups of patients was compared; the anxiety score and depression score before
and after nursing; the amount of urostomy self-care before and after nursing Table score; quality of life score before and
after nursing (sleep quality, psychological state, physical activity, social life); urinary infection rate. Results The nursing
satisfaction of the patients in the observation group was 96.7% (29/30), and the nursing satisfaction of the patients in the
control group was 73.3% (22/30), and the difference was statistically significant (P<0.05). There was no significant
difference in the anxiety score and depression score of the patients (P>0.05). After nursing, the anxiety score and
depression score of the observation group were lower than those of the control group, and the difference was statistically
significant (P<0.05); Before nursing, there was no significant difference in the scores of the urostomy self-care scale
between the two groups (P>0.05). After nursing, the scores of the urostomy self-care scale in the observation group were
higher than those in the control group. There was statistical significance (P<0.05); before nursing, there was no
significant difference in the quality of life score between the two groups (P>0.05). After nursing, the quality of life score
of the observation group was higher than that of the control group, the difference was There was statistical significance

(P<0.05); the urinary infection rate of the observation group was 0.0% (0/30), and the urinary infection rate of the control
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group was 20.0% (6/30), and the difference was statistically significant (P<0.05). 0.05). Conclusion High-quality nursing
for urological patients can effectively improve the nursing effect, improve negative emotions and quality of life, and
reduce the rate of urinary infection, which is worthy of promotion.
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
