Analysis of acupoint application combined with detailed nursing intervention in

children with persistent diarrhea

[ Abstract] Objective: To explore the effect of acupoint application combined with detailed nursing in
children with persistent diarrhea. Methods: Select 200 children with persistent diarrhea admitted in our hospital
from February 2019 to June 2019, and randomly divide the children into an observation group of 100 cases and a
control group of 100 cases. Nursing intervention: Acupoint application combined with detailed nursing intervention
was performed on children in the observation group. The number of bowel movements before and after treatment
was observed and the clinical efficacy was compared. Results: Children in the observation group had 554 bowel
movements, 7.10 times per capita before treatment, 2.61 times per capita after treatment, 4.49 times per capita
decline, 417 bowel movements per capita, 6.40 times per capita before treatment, 3.01 times per capita after
treatment The average number of declines per capita was 3.39. There was a significant difference in the number of
bowel movements between the two groups of children before and after treatment (P<0.05). In the observation group,
20 cases were markedly effective, 76 cases were effective, and the total effective rate was 96.00%. In the control
group, 35 cases were markedly effective, 41 cases were effective, and the total effective rate was 76.00%. There
was a significant difference in the total effective rate between the two groups (P <0.05). Conclusion: The use of
acupoint application combined with detailed nursing intervention for children with persistent diarrhea can reduce
the frequency of children's bowel movements and improve the total effective rate of treatment. It is worthy of
clinical application.
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
